Leader’s Link is a free service to
sponsors and other leaders of
Missionettes.

How

many times have you heard a child say, “Let me do it?”

Kids love to be involved in activity. Learning new

things, helping in new ways, and doing things in which

they can take pride are important to kids. God made

kids with an enormous capacity to do far more than

we think possible. Sacrificially giving to God is no

exception.
How many times have you seen a child

tightly clutch the money that he got for his

birthday? Immediately that child will begin

to divulge where he is planning on spending

or stashing this precious monetary gift. So

why are children all over America giving away

large portions of the money they receive as

offerings to God? Why is it that children are

doing extra chores, extra jobs, and finding

extra ways to earn money only to give that

money to a needy cause? It is because these

children were taught and given the opportuni-

ty to give!
“Hi. My name is Pricilla. I am writing this

letter because I am sending you money. I

hope you spend this money on things you

really need. I hope you appreciate this.”  This

note came into the BGMC office recently.

Another one reads: “Hi. I hope you love God.

I am in second grade. My name is Joshua. I am seven

years old. I hope you like the money we gave you and

I hope that it will help you.”  These kids were giving

money because they wanted to help someone in need.

Kids have a great ability to sacrificially give once they

realize the needs of people all over the world. They

realize that the gifts they give will make a difference

in the lives of others.Do you take the time to teach your children

to give? Giving is a Biblical principal mandated

by God. From the story of the widow and the two

copper coins found in Mark 12:42, we know that

the amount of money given isn’t nearly as

important as the sacrificial heart behind the

gift. Children respond amazingly when taught

about the needs of the world and about poor

individuals. Children respond with the words

“Let me do it!”  They want to help. They want to

be a part.
One children’s pastor wrote that a little girl

who rode the bus searched and searched her

house for money to bring to church to give to mis-

sions. But all she could find was a penny. She

brought the penny and declared, “I tried and

tried to find a dime, but this was all I could

find!”  Children want to give. It’s amazing to

realize that a child like this from a poor eco-

nomic setting would take such pride and have

such passion for meeting the needs of others.
